Job description
Development Partnerships in Higher Education (DelPHE) is an inter-university partnership programme, managed by the British Council with the support of the Association of Commonwealth Universities (ACU). Since 2006, DelPHE has supported 200 university partnerships across Africa and Asia, helping to address development challenges and contributing towards reaching the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs). With the DelPHE programme now drawing to a close, we are looking to recruit  Local Consultants to assist us in the ongoing monitoring and evaluation of key DelPHE university partnership projects.  
DelPHE completed its final call for applications in 2010, though many projects are still active, and are due to conclude in 2012 and 2013. In assessing the programme, we are carrying out an in-depth study of DelPHE projects in a select number of focus countries, including Tanzania, Ghana, Nigeria, Pakistan, and Sudan. 

Former Commonwealth Scholars and Fellows are encouraged to apply as Local Consultants – one Consultant per focus country – who will be asked to meet with and interview DelPHE project leaders; visit DelPHE project universities in your country and visit project sites; and deliver a comprehensive report on your findings to the ACU, which will form part of a larger report on DelPHE in 2012.
The goal of this consultancy is to evaluate the impact and influence of a range of DelPHE projects on development within this selection of countries, and how they have addressed and advanced Millennium Development Goals in these countries, and to detail the particular strengths and challenges that each project has encountered.
The role of the Local Consultant (with the support of the national office of the British Council) will be to:
· Contact DelPHE project leaders in your country, and conduct interviews with them regarding the progress of their DelPHE projects. We would prefer site visits to all active DelPHE projects, though telephone interviews will be acceptable if site visits are not possible

· Provide timely reports to the Association of Commonwealth Universities and the British Council on the results of your interviews.

Successful candidates will:

· Have knowledge and interest in international donor policy, and awareness of major development initiatives in the country and region concerned
· Have a demonstrable interest in the role of Higher Education in national development

· Some experience in international university partnerships (research collaborations, externally-funded partnership projects, etc.)

· Be a native of the chosen country, or reside in the country at the time of conducting case studies, and must be able to legally work in the chosen country.
· Be able to travel to (where appropriate) every region within the chosen country.
· Be fluent in least one, or if possible two or three of the chosen country’s languages, as well as in written and spoken English.
· Provide at least 2 references;

· Be sensitive to different cultures, religions and ethnicities within the chosen country;

· Be willing to ask questions to a number of different beneficiaries and stakeholders and must have the ability to address and communicate with various people (i.e ministry officials, students);

· Ensure that the final case studies submitted are of a professional standard and include approved photographs as appropriate;

· Have access to their own computer equipment

· Be available to participate in telephone interviews during October 
· Consultants for the three African focus countries should be available to attend a pre-consultancy briefing session, scheduled to be held in Dar es Salaam, Tanzania, on 18-19 January 2012. The Consultant for Pakistan should be available to participate in a pre-consultancy briefing session in London, UK, on 9-10 January 2012.  
· The Consultant must be available to conduct and complete the case studies between January and 31 May 2012.

Local Consultants will be paid a rate of GBP 175 per day, plus requisite expenses , and should be able to commit between 15 and 24 days to conducting interviews with DelPHE project leaders and compiling your report to the ACU. Successful candidates will be expected to carry out field reports between January and March 2012, and drafting final reports for submission to the ACU by June 2012.  

The ACU will provide a template questionnaire which successful candidates may use in carrying out field work. Successful candidates will also be contacted by your national British Council office to offer assistance in coordinating travel, accommodation, and to provide DelPHE project leader contact information as well as background information on the DelPHE projects in your country.
We will be telephoning shortlisted candidates for this position during the month of October. Applicants should be available to take part in telephone interviews during that time.

About DelPHE
DelPHE is a £15-million university partnership funding scheme, financed by the UK’s Department for International Development (DFID), and administered by the British Council with the support of the Association of Commonwealth Universities (ACU). 

The principal aim of DelPHE is to help higher education institutions to contribute to poverty reduction and sustainable development in their home countries and regions. HEIs in 22 target countries in Africa and Asia are eligible to lead applications for DelPHE, whilst HEIs in any country are eligible to participate as partners. Partnership teams were able to apply for between £15,000 and £50,000 per year for three years to support their collaborative projects.

Between 2006 and 2010, the DelPHE programme supported 200 university partnership projects across Africa and Asia, including a growing number of South-South partnership projects. DelPHE was particularly keen to encourage South-South projects, and the ACU played a specific role in the management of the scheme to help broker South-South partnerships and mentor applications from new applicants.
