Scholars who may have concerns about any comments made by fellow participants are encouraged to 
speak to a representative from the Commission. 

Any complaints received will be taken very seriously and any behaviour that does not adhere to the above 
values and expectations will be dealt with by the Secretariat. The CSC reserves the right to ask anyone 
who has acted in contravention of the above to leave the workshop event and/or to exclude the individual(s) 
from future events.
